Check In

Arrival by Public Transport
Bad Herrenalb is a scenic town about 45 minutes from Karlsruhe. In order to arrive in time we
highly recommend to take the tram S$1 (AVG) from Karlsruhe main station at one of the following

times:

Tram S1 leaving Karlsruhe main station: 6:51 am | Arrival time at Bad Herrenalb Bahnhof: 7:35
am

Tram S1 leaving Karlsruhe main station: 7:11 am | Arrival time at Bad Herrenalb Bahnhof: 7:58
am

Please note, there is a 15 minute uphill walk to get to the conference center “Haus der Kirche”
